Talking through the message during the week helps you turn what God is saying into action steps.
These “Talk It Over” questions and scriptures are designed to help you take that next step.

Read I Samuel 30:1, 6 & Psalm 31:15  out loud in your group.

By de�nition the word “season” means one of the four natural divisions of the year in the North and South temperate zones; 
a suitable, natural, or convenient time; a period of time.  The Bible refers to a due season, an appointed season, a night 
season, a convenient season, and a fruitful season.
 What type of season are you in right now?  
 Looking at the �ve biblical seasons what can you pull from your current season?

You will only create a new season when your now season becomes too painful to remain in it.
 Have you ever thought you hit rock bottom and somehow found the will to move on and create a new season?

Read Genesis 1:2-3 out loud in your group.  
 God saw the need in the passage to change the season.  Is there a need in your life to change your current season?

God’s purpose is always to create a change in how a person is living his life. No quitting, no giving up, no moaning, no 
groaning – just creating anew.
 Is the way you are currently living a�ecting what season you are in?  Is it a�ecting the way God can use you?

He gives revelation aimed at creating a new season.  He creates opportunities for new experiences in faith.  He only reveals 
the immediate steps to take, never the total picture.
 Have you ever been frustrated by not having all the answers to your current season?  
 Discuss in your group what happened in this situation.  What would have happened if you walked in faith only?
