Talking through the message during the week helps you turn what God is saying into action steps.
These “Talk It Over” questions and scriptures are designed to help you take that next step.

Read Acts 1:7, Psalm 31:15, & James 1:2-4 out loud in your group.

There is something that every single person on the earth possesses in an equal amount – time. We each get 60 seconds 
in every minute; 60 minutes in every hour; 24 hours in every day.
 Do you ever feel like there are just not enough hours in the day?  How and where do you spend most of your time?

People who belong to His Kingdom are those who wait for His best and on His time schedule.  Waiting is a season of life.
 Discuss within your group a time where you were waiting on the Lord without understanding.
 
Ecc. 3:11 (MSG)– God does everything just right and on time, but people can never completely understand what He is doing.

We will not always understand why God does what He does, but we must learn to trust Him enough to endorse His plans 
for us instead of trying to get Him to ful�ll ours.
 Have you ever had plans for your life that didn’t seem to work out?  
 Was it clear to you  that the plan God had for your life was far greater than the plans you previously had?

Read Hebrews 10:36 & James 1:4 out loud in your group.
 A “Due Season” means exactly the right time for both you and the full manifestation of God’s plan for you.
 Do you have the patience to wait on the Lord to place you in your “Due Season?”

Patience consists in the holding still in some parts (put on hold) of our nature in calm waiting upon the divine plan, in order
 that other parts may be exercised and educated. *The original meaning of “patience” is remaining under, staying power.  
It is “understanding” – the power to stand under.

Pray for the Lord to give you wisdom about being patient.

Pray the Lord gives you opportunities to become more patient
instead of praying to be patient without any sacri�ce.

Pray the Lord gives you the strength even in the hard times
to continue to listen to His voice and follow his path. 

Pray for revelation from God aimed at creating a new season.  

Ask God to work on your attitudes, actions, reactions, & wrong 
motives in your hearts.  This will require you to be stretched 
and changed.
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
